 Gangubai Hanagal. A kannadiga that was truly a wonderful artist. This great idol recently passed away (19th of July, 2009). 
Very few people know that singer Gangubai Hanagal was felicitated by nine prime ministers of India. She had won several titles 
“Birudu”, trophies and awards throughout her life, for her commendable singing. Though she studied only until grade 4, she was 
awarded a PhD by 3 universities. I personally was bestowed with the opportunity to associate with Gangubai Hanagal and her fam-
ily for a few years. So who is Gangubai Hanagal?  
 Ganguabi Hanagal was born 5th March 1913, Dharwar, Karnataka and later settled at Hubli. Her mother Ambabai was also 
a vocalist but in Karnatik music. At the early age of 13, she began training in Hindustani music. She later studied under the re-
spected vocalist Sawai Gandharva (Pandit Rambhau Kundgolkar). Though she married at 16 and had children soon after, she did 
not give up her passion for music. She struggled to work past the scorns at her caste and persevered towards success. In the 1930s, 
when travel was not popular, she had to leave to another town to learn music. But her learning came with true sincerity. 
 After various performances in many cities, she received an opportunity in 1945, to perform live for the All India Radio sta-
tion at Mumbai: when a funny incident happened. She was dressed in a very simple sari (she had always been simple). When 
reached studio the security person saw her dress and would not let her in, thinking she was trying to cheat him into entering. 
When only few minutes were left, the program director came out to find out what was happening and asked this lady in simple sari 
if she was Gangubai. From then on there was no looking back for this master singer of “Kirana Gharana”. Two qualities of her music 
stand out. She had been gifted with an exceptionally vibrant and pliable voice which allowed her to express the range and subtle-
ties of a raga with utmost ease and great impact. Secondly, her approach to the basics of music is uncompromising. She had been 
the doyenee of the Kirana gharana, a style of khyal singing that was made widely known by the great Ustad Abdul Karim Khan 
 Later she performed all over India won awards such as the Karnataka Sangeeta natak Academy Award  in 1962, the Padma 
Bhushan in 1971, the Sangeet Natak Academy award in 1973, the Sangeet Natak Academy Fellowship  in 1996 and the Padma Vib-
hushan in 2002. Let us hope she is awarded the “Bharata Ratna” post humously. She died on 22nd July 2009 at Hubli at age of 96. 
On the last day before her death, she had bone marrow cancer, she told her driver not bring the lunch for her next day, she died in 
the morning: bringing this wonderful woman and her great career came to an end. 
 How do I know her? Our house in Hubli was just about 300 meters away from her and they had a flour mill (in those days 
in 60s we used to buy wheat and get flour done at mills). She used to collect money from us whenever she was around. She was 
very very humble and gentle and very helpful. Later when I moved to Mumbai our neighbour was her very ardent fan. May her soul 
rest in heavenly peace.

Ingredients: 
14 flat papdi, 1 medium mashed potato, 1/2 cup dried peas 
(soaked in water for 8 hrs), 1 big chopped onions, 1 tsp oil, 1 
tsp jeera, 1 tsp red chili powder, 1/2 tsp garam masala, 1/2 tsp 
chaat masala, 1/2 tsp turmeric powder, 1 tsp tamarind paste, 1 
tbsp jaggery, 3 strands cilantro, 2 tbsp - thin sev, 1 small 
chopped tomato, salt for taste, 1/2 cup green chutney 
 

Preparation:  
1. Add enough water to the soaked peas and pressure cook 

until done; It usually takes about 2-3 whistles.  
2. Grind ingredients for the green chutney to a smooth paste. 
3. Heat oil in a pan and add jeera seeds;  
4. (Keep aside 1-2 tbsp chopped onions) Add the rest to the 

oil and saute for a couple of minutes or until done.  
5. Add peas & mashed potatoes to sauted onions and mix 

well;  
6. Add enough water to bring it to a watery- bhaaji consis-

tency.  
7. Add tamarind, jaggery, salt, green chutney and the rest of 

the dry masalas and boil for a couple of minutes; Adjust the 
sweetness and masalas according to taste.  

To Serve:  
Take about 5-7 papdi per plate, crush coarsely with hands;  
1. Spread the papdi around the plate.  
2. Pour a generous amount of masala all over the papdi;  
3. Top with sev, finely chopped cilantro, onions and toma-

toes. Serve immediately.
