     In Karnataka, Dasara is observed as State festival ï Known as the 

ñNaada Habba with pomp and pageantry because the celebration of the 

festival is steered by the Royal Family of Mysore. The Government of 

Karnataka celebrates Naada Habba by attracting millions of tourists 

with the 97,000 electric bulbs that illuminate the majestic palaces. The 

festival has shaped  Mysoreôs cultural spectecle by influencing its arts, 

dance and drama. ò,  

     

   In dedication to the festival, many cultural programmes such as sports, 

poets meet, food festival and the film festival is held in the Mysore Pal-

ace that is witnessed by a large number of people. 

 

     Dasara has a long history of tradition and culture. The festival origi-

nated from the likes of Hindu mythology when the legendary Pandavas 

in the epic ñMahabharathaò celebrated the festival as a triumph against 

evil. On this 10-day festival, the preceding nine days of Navrathri have 

celebrations.  

 

   The sixth day of Navarathri honours Saraswathi- the goddess of wis-

dom and learning. Respectively, the eighth and ninth days is  dedicated 

to Durga, the fiercer, demon-fighting aspect of Goddess  Parvathi and 

Lakshmi, the goddess of wealth.   

 

   The 10th day marks the successful conclusion of the preceding nine 

days as Vijaydasmi and is celebrated to honour the victory of the King 

and his subjects. On this  day, a grand spectacular procession is held 

which starts from Mysore Palace and ends in Bannimantap. 

 

  Dasara is also the time for the traditional ñGombe Habbaò. The tradi-

tion is to arrange dolls for display for the 10 days and invite friends and 

neighbours home, share goodies and spread goodwill.  During this time, 

one of the rituals among Kannadigas is to perform pooja to the Banni 

sampling and distribute its twigs on Vijayadashami day to build good-

will.
