All this to make your Dream…. a Reality 
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Cricket: Leg vision. Contr ibuted by Vijay Aivalli 
Don’ t you remember your first day at work? your first kiss? your first-born baby’s first smile? First time happenings 
always leave a memory for the lifetime. On 3rd September 2005 for the first time Kannada Sangha cricket team played a 
one-day cricket match with IIT Alumni cricket team. The idea was an offshoot of Kannada Sangha Picnic cricket when 
Abdul Kolur and I, both IITians as well as KST members planned this and got a go ahead by KST and IIT. 
The two newborn teams armed with determination and sportsman spirit, assembled at 10 AM at Gracedale School ground, 
Etobicoke. There were 16 players from Kannada Sangha and 10 from IIT raring to go. Lending 2 KST members to IIT we 
helped them make a complete team. The boundaries were determined, rules were set, the captains were chosen, B R 
Rajashekhar was the official scorer, our President Mahesh Srinivasa became the Umpire and I was the Leg umpire, hence 
this ‘ leg vision’ !  
KST captain Umakant won the toss and elected to field. IITians batted well and made a sound start, built on the innings but 
could not match the might of KST bowling. The IITians were all out for 77 in 19.4 overs. KST batting started fairly well. 
Much to the disappointment �  of all players just as we were into the 6th over, the city parks official walked in and asked to 
stop playing as some nearby residents had taken objection to the noise! Luckily for us, Pradeep Anand, the IIT captain 
convinced the official into giving us a little more time on the condition that we would make no noise! The Boon was 
granted & the match continued!  � . 
In the 14th over, both sides contested a stumped decision hotly. As the leg umpire it was to be my decision and I was now 
in the center of the storm. I had a mental replay (3rd umpire?) and ruled in favor of KST, although IITians were unhappy, 
they gracefully accepted the umpire’s decision as final and the match continued. KST needed 21 runs in 24 balls with 5 
wickets to go. Can they make it? Yes, no, yes, no…in the last over KST needed 3 runs to win. Only two balls were enough 
& KST was victorious!! It was Celebration time with Samosa, Chips and Pop. 
The real winner was Cricket. Credit goes to both teams for playing in a very disciplined way, being very sportive all the 
time, and above all for the scoring. A run rate of 4 runs per over was not a small task for the two teams with no prior 
practice. Major contributors were: 
IIT team batting: Deepak Bhalla, man of the match, 25 runs with one 4, Abdul Kolur 20 runs with one 4, Surinder Sharma 
11 runs. KST’s Vinay Pandurangi, visiting Toronto from Dharwar, took 4 wickets. 
KST team batting: Raj Manvi and Ravi Gante both scored 15 runs each, Madan Subramanya and Prakash Shankar each hit 
a boundary. Manmeet of IIT took 2 wickets. 
We had a wonderful day of sizzling Cricket and bid goodbye with a promise of more to come in the next summer. 
 

Our Tr ip to Welland Canal. Contr ibuted by Kr ithika Kashyap  
The trip to Welland Canal was organized for youth members of Kannada Sangha.  A total of nineteen people attended the 
trip.  During the day we were able to view the passing of different ships at gate #3.  The Welland Canal is a passageway 
that is the tallest water staircase west of China!  Its fifteen steps, with the help of locks, do a lot of work by raising ships 
from the St. Lawrence River, at Montreal, all the way up to Lake Erie.  That is approximately a total of 168 m (552 ft.).  
The most important water route opened to navigation in 1959.  More than two billion tones of cargo have passed through 
the seaway so far.  The cold winters force the seaway to close between late December and late March.  Just as airplanes 
need pilots to navigate them through the skies, ship pilots are needed to guide the large ocean freighters through the 
seaway.  Often, the pilot is brought to the ship by a pilot boat.  From then on, the pilot is the ship’s navigator.  An easy way 
to tell if the ship has a pilot on board is to look for the white and red pilot flag.  The canal is a shortcut that continues all the 
way to the Atlantic Ocean, it is a much cheaper route to the Atlantic Ocean.  The entire system works through radio signals 
and computers and is linked to the Differential Global Positioning System (DGPS) satellite technology.  Each lock holds 
around 91 million liters of water and takes approximately ten minutes to empty or refill.  A lock is a watertight chamber 
with gates at either end that allows a vessel to be lifted or lowered, from one level to another.  The Welland Canal is the 
gateway to the upper lakes and is designed to by-pass Niagara Falls and carries ships over the Niagara escarpment.  The 
Welland Canal has a total of eight locks.   
The Welland Canal has a total of eight locks.  Locks 4, 5 and 6 are called the Flight Locks because they function like giant 
steps in a large flight of stairs.  Altogether, they lift or lower a ship 42.6m in a distance of 1,250 m.  To avoid delays, the 
locks have been twinned to allow for two-way traffic.  Once every two or three years, tall ships from all over the world 
visit the seaway and Great Lakes.  All in all, we had a great time there, and learned a lot about new things.  The trip to 
Welland Canal was a very interesting yet a fun day.
