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Interesting Facts about Ganesh Chatur thi 
 

Ganesha is the pot-bellied god with a human body, an elephant head, and four arms. This is a jolly god, a god of 
mischief, impulse, and such joie de vivre that he often dances with delight! He likes sweets, rides on the back of a 
mouse, and carries in his hands the symbols for good judgment, joy, sacrifice, and prosperity. Children can identify with 
him, but in spite of his child-like qualities, he is still a god, among whose 108 names are included in the King of 
Obstacles and Supreme Leader.  
Parvati creates a child from earth and her husband Ishwara is so surprised by the stranger he cuts the boy©s head off; a 
classic Indian text entitled "Brahma Vaivarta Purana" presents a version in which Parvati wishes for a child and to her 
delight has her wish granted, yet tragedy strikes when the god Shani (Saturn) accidentally destroys the child©s head, for 
whatever powerful Shani gazes upon, is instantly obliterated. The merciful god Ishwara brings the boy back to life with 
the aid of a wise old elephant, who chooses to sacrifice himself so that the child may be restored. And so Ganesha lives 
again with the head of an elephant, and becomes skilled at writing down stories. The elephant will live forever, and 
Ganesha lives and is loved by all - especially his mother. It was Ganesha, according to one story, who showed Brahma, 
Vishnu, and Shiva how to begin their ongoing tasks of creating, preserving and destroying the universe. He is the master 
of dance, the remover of obstacles, the bringer of luck and the patron of writers.

Devadeva: Lord of All Lords  
Dharmik: One who favours Dharma or Righteousness  
Durja: the Invincible  
Ekaakshara: Of The Single Syllable  
Gaurisuta: Son Of Gauri  
Gunina: Lord Of all virtues  

Kaveesha: Lord Of Poets 
Manomay: Conqueror Of Ones Heart  
Rudrapriya: Beloved of Shiva  
Shubhan: One who is Auspicious  
Vikat: Of The Monstrous Figure  
Yashvasin: The Popular  
Sumukh : The goodlooking 

  
Some of the sweets liked by Ganesha : Karikadabu, Modaka, Laddu, Kadle Gugri, Fruits, idli/Payasa, Kosambari, 
Kobbari mithai etc. Ganesh Chaturthi is celebrated with great fervor in all homes especially in Karnataka, Maharashtra, 
Chennai and Andhra Pradesh in India. People worship silver, bronze, brass or earthen idols of Ganesha on this day. 
During the festival we listen to a story that tells us why we should not look at the moon on Ganesha Chaturthi. The 
earthen idols are immersed in water (lake, pond, river, well etc.) on the same day or the 3rd, 5th,7th or the 10th day of 
the festival. People chant: Ganesha banda, kaikadabu tindha, hottemele gandha, doddakereli bidda, chikkereli yedda. 
Happy Ganesha Chaturthi to all.

School Safety Patrol Program 
I had the opportunity to go to Ottawa from May 25th to 28th   with three other 
volunteer Safety Patrol Captains  chosen from my school.   About 300 boys and 
girls had come from all over  Ontario.  We had a great time visiting Parliament 
Hill, Royal Canadian Mint, War Museum, and so on.  You also feel great staying 
at Carlton University Hostel when you are just 12. 
The School Safety Program is a community safety/accident prevention program 
which involves the use of trained volunteers to instruct, direct and assist the 
student to safety cross the street when traveling to and from.  The patrollers are 
given the opportunity to experience many interesting adventures as part of the 
program, which includes 3 days stay at Ottawa, summer picnics and pizza day 
throughout the year.  There are around 3500 such volunteers in Toronto. 
The School Safety Patrol Program represents the largest youth initiative our 
police service is involved with. At the present time there are approximately 3500 
students from close to 140 schools throughout Toronto supervising 145 crossing 
locations. This number is steadily increasing as the Traffic Survey Team 
identifies new locations and more students volunteer to serve as School Safety 
Patrollers. This program helps to teach young people responsibility and leadership 
skills. It also allows them to experience a sense of satisfaction and 
accomplishment for a job well done.
